Membership Coordinator, Megan Penyack, and President elect, Marisa Passafiume, created a spreadsheet of all CRLA members and non-members and their full contact information including name, position, phone number. This list includes all Academic Support Services professionals and Reading faculty at all Northeast region Colleges and Universities including all former CRLA NE members as well as all national conference attendees. The goal of creating/revising this list was to invite them to join our chapter, promote our annual Spring Conference and to offer CRLA NE professional development opportunities and expand professional networking. Megan Penyack also updated the current membership list.  
E. Communications Coordinator, Joan Giblin, maintained the CRLA NE website.
F. President elect, Marisa Passafiume, attended the annual LAANE conference in the fall and hosted a CRLA information table to encourage conference attendees to join CRLA NE and promote the annual spring conference. Marisa was also in contact with her colleagues in the NY region to promote the spring conference.
